Cllr Brooke referred to a recent update in relation to Ashburton Road (landslip).  The Town Clerk agreed to circulate the update report from DCC to all members.
Cllr Brooke requested an update on the Council’s previous proposal to reduce speed along the section of Monks Way affected by Challabrook development.  The Town Clerk confirmed this was issued to DCC in July for SCARF to consider.  The Town Clerk will chase a response.

Cllr Brooke requested an update on the draft proposal for a crossing point along Station Road.  The Town Clerk explained that a response was outstanding from the freeholder of the Co-Op car park.  The Town Clerk agreed to chase a reply.
Cllr Brooke requested an update from TDC in response to the Council’s request for advice and information regarding potential environmental preferred surfaces for domestic parking areas when requests are received for conversions. The Town Clerk will chase a response.
Cllr Kerswell advised members that the Dean Park Planning application is due to be considered at the Planning Committee on Tuesday 27th October.  Cllr Kerswell requested that members provide any additional individual observations by Friday 23rd October.  
Cllr Bradshaw advised members that during the recent DRAFT NDP consultation, residents raised significant concerns about the overcrowding of Bovey Tracey Primary School and the need for a replacement school and highlighted that this data can be relayed at the discussion when Dean Park is due to be determined.
Cllr Kelly raised concerns about DCC Enforcement Officers using limited parking spaces in Mary Street when patrolling the area which takes up 20% of available spaces.  The Town Clerk will relay the issue to DCC to suggest using alternative parking area(s).
