Public Participation:
i) A member of the Residents Association spoke in relation to item PL.22/113 c) (22/01194/MAJ) and raised concerns about the possible negative effect on local businesses, and noise levels for neigbouring residents.

The Town Clerk stated that a Retail Impact Assessment has been submitted by the applicant which highlights expenditure leakage out of the parish and also the perceived impact for the local town businesses.  In the application paperwork, Teignbridge DC make reference to commissioning their own Retail Impact Assessment.

ii) A member of the Neighbourhood Watch Association reported ongoing concerns in relation to the footpath at the top of Drake Lane.  

The Town Clerk explained that this issue has been raised directly with the Local Highways Officer who has acknowledged the recent incident and is discussing the issue with the Local Highways Manager.
